By this, out third notice and an allotted time well beyond 30 days, you have failed to provide any comment or evidence to the effect that you are not committing our alleged violations and trespass or that you have any special authority to commit those violations. You are therefore in default to all allegations, declarations, terms, conditions and representations in our attached (third) notice. You have, by your failure to submit supported rebuttal, agreed to our terms which are that any cost or damage we deem to be associated with your unsafe and unlawful meter will be submitted to you by written claim and followed by your timely (30 days) payment without challenge, contest or further delay of any kind. 

Any act, omission or neglect by you which is not compliant with those terms shall be subject to major monetary penalty on a scale with utility company finance and holdings. You personally and your company are fully and separately liable to our pending and future claims. 

We will not provide further notice regarding your default. You are welcome to contact us in writing with any questions regarding any part of this notice and attachments. We do not consider ourselves obligated to communicate with any party who does not have full authority and responsibility in these matters. Notice to principal is notice to agent and notice to agent is notice to principal. None of our notices grant any waiver of your liability for reimbursement, penalty, or criminal liability.
