REQUEST FOR UTILITY METER SURGE PROTECTION

NOTICE OF CAUSATION OF FIRE AND EXPLOSION 

HAZARD AND DEMAND FOR PROMPT REMEDY

NOTICE OF SERIOUS HAZARD

This is NOTICE that it has come to our attention that the utility meter you and your employees or agents have installed on our property contain flammable and delicate electronics for power diversion, data collection and processing, and/or the capacity for transmission of radio signals. Those flammable and delicate electronics are directly in circuit with your electrical power grid which is subject to multi-thousand volt surges without warning which represents inexcusable negligence on your part and extreme hazard to our property and safety due to the fact that the electronic instruments included in your meters cannot survive any substantial grid line surge (2000 volts or greater) without total failure and often without fire and/or explosion. 

Mainstream media has reported thousands of fires caused by electronic utility meters, yet fires in legacy electromechanical utility meters are virtually unheard of.

Examination of electronic utility meters clearly shows them to be lacking the requisite surge protection  to protect the flammable and delicate electronics therein. In fact, it is doubtful that surge protection is possible inside a device as small as a utility meter when electronic micro circuits are present. 

NOTICE OF NEGLIGENCE

Your use of electronic components in your utility meters creates an extreme and predictable fire hazard to all metered structure/s on our property and it is apparent that, while this problem must be well known by you and even the manufacturers and engineers who design utility meters, you and they have utterly failed to mitigate the hazards and defects of the electronic utility meters which you and your company refer to as “advanced” and which you install without consent or disclosure on every home and business in your service area. 

As you authorize the use of extremely hazardous electronic metering in gross negligence, your industry refers to legacy electromechanical meters, the most, and perhaps only safe and lawful meter on record, and which never failed in service for over 80 years, as “obsolete”, a clear misrepresentation and intentional distortion of facts.

NOTICE OF LIABILITY

The introduction of flammable and inappropriate components within the electronic meters, omission of surge protection and your failure to provide any mitigation for the obvious and extreme hazard of fire and explosion of the meter under standard and common usage represents gross negligence, public endangerment, disregard for your customer/s' safety and extreme risk of disaster to our property and high risk to the safety and security of the owners and occupants of our property and structures. As of this notice, you may not claim ignorance of this problem at any time forward and you are obligated to promptly correct the problem if you wish to avoid major liabilities to yourself, your company and your accomplices. 

The widespread evidence and reporting of fires and explosions caused by electronic utility meters is a reality of which you are or should be fully informed. There is more than enough evidence that you are in major liability for public endangerment every time you install and electronic utility meter whether or not there is fire or explosion associated with any given installation. At the very least, as of this notice, if your meter should cause any fire or damage on our property, you are fully liable for that damage along with major punitive damages for your negligence. 

DEMAND FOR REMEDY OF HAZARDS

This is urgent demand that, within 10 days of this notice, at your company's expense and with no charge or penalty to our accounts and no arbitrary denial of service, you eliminate the risks of fire which you have caused and provide surge protection or other remedy adequate to protect whatever components are contained in the utility meter/s you have installed on our property so that meter failure, fire, injuries and catastrophe originating from your meter failure/s are not possible from any grid line surge of any possible voltage range or amplitude. If a grid line surge occurs after 10 days of this delivery and that results in fire or explosion of the utility meter you and your company are, by failing to remedy this hazard, agreeing to two million dollars liability for property damage and 20 million dollar liability for bodily injury or death per individual so harmed.

DECLARATION OF NO FAULT OR NEGLIGENCE BY ACCOUNT HOLDER

For your reference and for the record, our house and structure wiring and service panels were professionally installed, inspected, approved and maintained as sound, proper and not faulty in any way. You may not attribute any fire or fire damage to any defect in our house wiring or construction at any time now or in the future. 

TERMS OF SERVICE AND ACCESS TO OUR PROPERTY

This document supersedes all provisions of easements and contracts granted by us as accountholders receiving your services. 

Unless this notice and its assertions are timely rebutted by a qualified party with supporting facts, law and evidence specific to our location, you henceforth agree that our structure wiring is sound and safe and all electronic utility meters, including yours, are potential fire hazards posing imminent risk and hazard to your customer/s' property and safety.

Your failure to satisfy this reasonable and necessary demand timely will represent your agreement and admission that you have knowingly, recklessly and intentionally endangered our property, and presumably many others with fire hazard, and that you, your company, your shareholders, your contractors and agents and certain public regulators are and shall be fully and separately liable for all costs and damages resulting from any fire originating in the location of the electronic utility meter which you have installed, authorized to be installed, or in which you have been complicit in the installation on our property.

We hereby offer full cooperation with your employees, contractors, electricians, technicians and line crews in whatever reasonable disruptions to service may be necessary to eliminate the risks posed by electronic utility metering as described above. Marginal or partial reduction in fire hazard is not satisfactory to this request and will not mitigate negligence and bad practices on your part. The hazard must be fully and permanently eliminated.

If you remove the electronic utility meter altogether and replace it with a safe and lawful legacy electromechanical utility meter with legacy surge protection and no electronic, flammable or delicate components whatsoever, we are prepared to release you, your company and agents from liability for any structure fires which are not related to your negligence and/or poor practices. This offer is conditional on our full inspection and verification of the safe and proper design of any utility meter or other safety equipment or measures which you may offer to provide to address this demand.

Because you and/or your agents have intentionally concealed and failed to disclose known hazards you have caused to us and our property, you and your agents are in dishonor and will not be granted any presumption of integrity or good faith henceforth. You have abused your privilege of access to our property and therefore you must make appointment for all non-emergency entries to our property and allow our supervision and direction of any and all non-emergency activities conducted on our property as we may deem necessary to adequately protect our safety, health, security, privacy and rights.

GENERAL STIPULATIONS

This notice and request shall be effective on the day of confirmed or signed delivery.

Notice to principal is notice to agent and notice to agent is notice to principal.
